Golf is unlike any other sport; it is played
without the supervision of a referee or
umpire. Integrity and accountability are the
two most important aspects of the game of
golf. We wanted to provide subtle reminders
when playing at Houndslake Country Club.

Reminders:
Replace divots in the fairway and ball
marks on the greens

No carts allowed on all Par 3’s Fairways

Keep golf carts 30 feet and push carts 5
feet from the greens at all times behind
stakes

Keep up with the group in front of you.
Allotted time to play is no more than two
hours and 10 minutes per 9 holes

Please rake all the waste areas

Please follow our dress policy at all times
(Golf shirts, soft spike tennis shoes, and
golf shorts, skorts, or pants) No Denim

Please adhere to SC state liquor laws
which state NO ALCOHOL may be
brought onto the golf course EXCEPT
alcohol purchased in the Pro Shop

No outside coolers are permitted on the
course (The Pro Shop will provide ice
bags for those who need to keep
purchased drinks cold)
